Use one of these formulas:   C = d  or  C = 2r    to find the circumference of the circles.

Use the formula:   A = r2   to find the area of the circles.

Use 3.14 as an approximation for pi.
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Try these challenge problems. How would you find the area of the semi-circles?
HINT: is the number across the bottom the diameter or the radius?
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
