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Aim: How do we find circumference of circles?

Use one of these formulas:   C = d  or  C = 2r    to find the circumference of the circles.

Use 3.14 as an approximation for pi.
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If we only want to find the length of a semicircle or an arc of a circle, start by finding the circumference of the WHOLE circle, and then take a fraction of that amount.
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Try these challenge problems. Simplify the fraction first, and then find the length.
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
